Dry hands before putting the gloves on. Before usage, inspect the gloves for
any defect or imperfections. Use at least 1 pair of gloves for one patient and
one procedure, these are disposable gloves. When protection is limited to
part of the hand only. Do not let chemical substances get under the gloves
through the cuff. If a chemical substance reaches the skin, wash it away
immediately with plenty of water with soap. If the gloves get punctured, torn
or broken during their use, take them off and put on the new ones. Avoid
using gloves dirty in the inside as they may cause irritation leading to skin
inflammation or more serious damages. The gloves should not be used in
contact with open fire and to protect against any sharp tools.
The gloves are not intended for welding, electric shock protection, ionizing
radiation or from the effect of hot or cold objects.

This information does not reflect the actual duration of protection in the
workplace and the differentiation between mixtures and pure chemicals.
